1. The intent of this facility is to store sailboats on their trailer with the standing rigging in its normal configuration (mast-up).

2. All sailboats in the facility will be kept in a reasonable and ready condition. Standing rigging, lines, trailer and sails must be in kept in a safe condition.  It may be necessary from time to time to relocate or otherwise move the boats and they must be moveable and in a condition as to not present a hazard to others. 

3. Sailboats are to park in their assigned space and aligned so as to not interfere with the other boats in the facility. 

4. Any accidental damage to others must be reported to the State Parks and the RGYC within 24 hours.  The owner of the damaged boat will also be notified and the restoration process set in place as soon as possible.  

5. No extensive fiberglass work or bottom painting will be allowed.

6. If the owner acquires a different sailboat and exchanges it with the original, the new boat must be logged in with a new information sheet, to the RGYC within 24 hours of the exchange. 
7. All halyards, flags, sails and other equipment must be secure and not present undue noise or other unsightly attraction to others.   No camping or overnight occupation of the boats, inside the storage area will be allowed.  

8. ‘Pack it in and pack it out policy’ will be required, concerning trash and waste.  

9. Please be considerate to others. When using the club truck, please get it back to the facility ASAP, so others can use it.  Do not leave it at the ramp, or at the facility with the trailer attached.  Please report anything wrong with the truck. If you find low tires, low fuel, low battery ETC, let it be known!
Failure to comply with this policy statement may result in the termination of your lease, or the loss of our partnership with the NM State Parks Department.
